ITS  have a n existing presence  and  can provide BB to those who have line of si ght  to  the mast on the Briw   ( they are not intending to extend their c urrent network) .  Other s  utilise 4G mobile and  another   Company  based in Shropshire  are carrying  out a  high - level   feasibility   stud y  with a mixture of wireless a nd fibre.  Details of  this have been  passed to  BBP.
