330.3 Matters Arising
a) Service Delivery Agreement.  Nothing to report
b) Appointment of New Clerk. The position is still vacant.

c) Potholes – Several Potholes in the local area have been patched and Powys CC Highways have been made aware of a number requiring priority on the lane from the Village to the Briw Chapel just before Cilmawr which are across the carriageway resulting in residents having to make a detour to avoid damage to their vehicles.

e) Defibrillator - the meeting was informed a Defibrillator is located at Llangedwyn School and it was suggested that the School be approached to determine if it could be made available to the community by placing it in a box and mounted on an external wall.
f) Litter Picking Week- litter had been picked up from the grass verges on the approach to the village resulting in a quantity of bags being filled. Thank you to everyone who took part.
g) School Closure- a working party has been set up within the school to address this issue and would be reporting back to the School Governors.

      A “For Sale Sign” has been erected on land in Scrwgan Lane following a planning application for the building of a property which will be subject to the Section 106 Agricultural criteria.
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330.7 Finance
a) Current a/c statement no 291 and Business Reserve a/c statement no 152 received showing balances of £7,290.34 and £553.50, respectively. 
b) It was agreed to issue a cheque for renewal of the BHIB Insurance due on the 1st of June.
c) The spreadsheet for Llangedwyn Community Council Accounts 2020/21 had been circulated prior to the meeting for perusal and subsequent agreement. The accounts were agreed by a show of hands and the Deputy Chairman agreed to sign them on behalf of the Community Council.

d) It was agreed to approach Mrs Denise Williams to determine if she was willing to carry out the internal audit of the Community Councils accounts 2020/21.
330.8 Any Other Business
a) The Community Council, having received notification from Emma Wilde that she was stepping down from the Council, expressed their thanks and appreciation for all the hard work and commitment Emma had given to the Council and the wider community for several years.  
b) The Community Council now consist of 5 members and it was agreed to co-opt a further 2 members from the local community until the next election of officers. Adverts using various forms of media will be placed to encourage people to put their names forward.
c) It was reported that delivery vehicles following sat nav were being stuck on part of the unmade road accessed from Bwlch Y Ddar to Scrwgan Lane. Provision of a sign to signify no through road has been instigated.
d) Following a spate of accidents at Pentrefelin a request had been made for a speed limit  (below the national speed limit of 60mph) to be applied prior to the Junction with Tanat Coaches. Discussions are ongoing regarding the feasibility, responsibility and costs associated should it fall upon the local communities to implement this. 
e) It was agreed to make a £100.00 donation to the Churchyard Fund in memory of Llangedwyn Community Councillor Len Lewis.
