333.1 Apologies

The Minutes were approved and signed by Adrian Phillips (Chairman)
333.3 Matters Arising
a) Service Delivery Agreement.  Nothing to report
b) Appointment of New Clerk. Emma Williams had been invited to the meeting following her previous interest in the position. Following a few questions regarding her previous experience the members present unanimously agreed to offer Emma the position. Nick Powell to arrange a formal handover prior to the next meeting in September. 
c) Potholes – It was noted that work was still outstanding in Scrwgan Lane and Priddbwll Lane. Councillor Aled Davies to be contacted.
d) Broadband Provision – Nothing to report
e) Defibrillator – Emma Williams was able to report that Llangedwyn School were willing to provide access to their Defibrillator providing the Community Council were able to provide a suitable box which would be mounted on an external wall. CC to investigate cost/funding.
f) Vehicles – continuing to use sat nav on part of the unmade road accessed from Bwlch Y Ddar to Scrwgan Lane. Awaiting provision of a sign to signify no through road at point where lane is an unmade road and not suitable for vehicles.

g) Accidents at Pentrefelin – the request for a speed limit (below the national speed limit of 60mph) requires further clarification and agreement. The cost of a survey prior to the appropriate authority giving consent is estimated to be £3000.00 and is non recoverable with or without consent. This cost would need to be met between Llangedwyn CC, Llanrhraeadr and Tanat Coaches. In view of this it is unlikely to proceed.
h) Additional Community Council members - the process to co-opt a further 2 members from the local community continued following the last meeting. The process was to invite any interested party to put their name forward. Details were placed on the village noticeboard and website with a deadline of the 13th July and before this meeting on the 20th July. There were no formal requests made to the CC however members reported verbal interest by 2 members of the community who will be encouraged to apply.
i) School Closure- awaiting report as to whether it is possible to extend Llansanffraid School to accommodate transfer of additional student numbers from Llangedwyn and Llanfechain.

Clarification on ‘No through Road Sign’ associated with Scrwgan Lane – The proposed ‘No Through Road Sign’ relates to the unmade section of the road from Bwlch Yr Ddar to Scrwgan Lane (to prevent delivery vehicles becoming stuck following Sat Nav guidance) and not to the through road to Glan Tanat past Gartheyr which is still open to the public but is only accessible on foot or the appropriate vehicle. A marked map indicating this will be forwarded to Mr Gosling.
Provision of Speed limit in Pentrefelin – Please see 333.3 g above.

Provision of Skips for Rubbish and Garden Waste – proposed for once or twice a year in the Community Centre Car Park. The collection of Rubbish and Garden waste is not within the remit of Community Councils and our insurance would not cover such a scheme.
When Powys CC decided to remove the Garden Waste skip from the Mill all residents were given an opportunity to have a designated Wheelie bin for such waste at a cost.  Powys will also collect items too large for routine rubbish collections again at a cost.
